Dear Editor:

In accord with your recent e-mails (from 5 Feb [see below], and 18 Feb) I have enclosed a recently revised mini-review manuscript, entitled "Drug nanotargeting for treatment of neurodegenerative disease", for consideration regarding publication in your journal.

The significance of this review, and why it fits the scope of Aging Pathobiology and Therapeutics, is as follows:  By incorporating appropriate drug(s) into biobased (lipid cubic phase) nanocarriers, one obtains a multitasking combination therapeutic which targets certain cell-surface scavenger receptors, mainly class B type I (i.e., SR-BI), and crosses the blood-brain barrier (BBB). Such biomedical application of these colloidal drug-nanocarriers can potentially be extended to the treatment of complex medical disorders like dementia. In particular, monoglyceride-based (cubic liquid-crystalline) phases are relatively unique because of their rich polymorphism in water, as well as their widely-documented application as drug nanocarriers.This (colloidal-nanocarrier) targeting advantage, in vivo, may be particularly important when delivering pleiotropic natural substances (e.g., a flavonoid) or for repurposing an FDA-approved drug.

The published experimental results reported in this revised mini-review manuscript (from protocols of both animal and human experimentation) received protocol approval by local institutional review board(s), and appropriate informed consent for study was obtained from all human subjects. The attached manuscript has neither been published nor is under consideration for publication in any other journal, and is submitted as an open access mini-review article to be distributed under the conditions of the Creative Commons by Attribution License.
